“Come, you that are blessed by my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you…; for I was hungry 
and you gave me food, I was thirsty and you gave me something to drink, I was a stranger and you 
welcomed me, I was naked and you gave me clothing, I was sick and you took care of me, I was in 
prison and you visited me.” “Truly I tell you, just as you did it to one of the least of these…you did it 
to me.” Mt 25: 34-36, 40 
 
Jesus’ call is clear, yet it is one that we often resist. Visiting those in prison can be an especially 
daunting prospect. We feel afraid, skeptical, unprepared, unforgiving, and unmoved. Sometimes we 
just don’t know what to do. The Kairos Prison Ministry offers a variety of opportunities to respond 
to the challenge. The next Kairos weekend is February 21-24 at High Plains Women’s Correctional 
Facility in Brush.

DIRECTIONS to Brush Correction Facility -  Take I-76 to Brush, CO to exit 90B, go over the 
freeway and take 2nd left (frontage road). Go back west a short ways.  Brush facility can be 
seen at this point.  Park on the road as the parking lot is very small. Go to the front desk and 
tell the officer you are there for the Kairos closing.  Bring a picture ID and follow the dress 
code and quidelines below. 
 
Note: The following are important DOC policies that must be adhered to in order to continue 
our ministry.  
 

· All parties are subject to search.   
· All cell phones, pagers, or electronic devices are contraband in prisons -lock in 

trunk. 
· Leave all tobacco products, lighters, matches, and pharmaceuticals in your 

vehicle. 
· Wallets and purses must be left in your vehicle. (lock in trunk)  
· Bring only your driver’s license in your pockets. 
· Vehicles must be lockable.  No pickup trucks with anything loose in the open 

bed of the truck. 
· No firearms may be in the vehicle. 
· Any tools must be secure and out of view inside the locked vehicle. 
· No hugging is allowed of any inmates; a warm, firm handshake is encouraged. 
DRESS CODE:      PLEASE BRING PICTURE ID  
· Business Casual  
· Casual dress is recommended but no blue demim jeans, no shorts, sleeveless 

shirts, printed T-shirts, see-through fabric or tight garments allowed. No 
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clothing with any logos are allowed, including sports, company names, or 
religious. 

· No open toe or heel-less shoes (you need a strap around your heel) 
· Avoid prison colors: green, orange, solid gray, mustard yellow, or camouflage 

of any kind 
· No jewelry (except wedding bands and watches, stud-type earrings and 

religious medallions   
 

Visitors must be at the front entrance at 4:00 pm to begin processing.
